MORTUARY OBSERVANCES.

Regulations Governing the Cremation
And Burial of Forelgners,

In replying to o Boston inquiry upon
the subject of eremation in London, and
the disposition of the body of a person
dying in that city who had been doml-
elled in the United Btates, Consul-Gens.
eral Robert J, Wynne supplies the fol-
lowing information:

If a citizen of the United States be
traveling abroad, unaccompanied, it
v\nu!(] be well for him to carry in his
satchel or pockelbook written Instrycs
tions a8 to what he desires should be
done in the event of anything happen-
fug to him. The envelope containing
wuch Instructions should be headed:
“Instructions in the event of my doath.”
Inclosed he should give hig home ad-
dress, or the addresg of a friend in the
United States, so that communication
could be made, or the address of any
friend or business connection on this
alde could be mentloned with the same
object, and for the purpose of obtaining
necessary funds, [ have been Informed,
on credible authority, that g person
has no legel right to control the dis-
position of his remains, although I have
po doubt mlatives or friends would re-
spect the wishes of the deceased,
