The
speaker could say that he had gone to
prison for his religious convictions.
The brethren who were confined there
were in zood spirits and had not com-
plained at what they were called 1o en-
dure for the sake of their religion, al-
though it was not pleasant by any
means. They were reminded almost
every hour that they were priseners,
for the same spirit which prevalled in
the courts when tbey were tried and
convicted—a disposition to humiliate
and heap ignominy upon hem—had
peen wnanifested in a4 greater or less
Jdepree by those who had charge of the
Penitentlar sioce  their Inear-
ceration. Rules more binding and
discipline more rigid had been adopted
Juring the past six months than for-
merly, with the evident Intemtion of
anbjecting the brethren to greater
hardship. His faith bad not decreased,
but had rather been strengibened in
the divinity of the work with which
he was connected. He claimed to know
for himself that it was the work of the
sreat Elobeim. 1t was the privilege of
every person to have Lhis testimony.
It was this which the Savior promised
when He said: **If any man will do
the will of my Father he shall know of
the doctrine, whether it be of God or
whether | speak of mysell."

True, the roles oi the prison are mo: e
simct than formerly and the other
prisoners say it is In consequence of
the “**Mormouns'’ being contined there,
but he could not vouch for the truth of
the strtement. There were many good-
hearted - men lmprisoned there. who
would not,if liberated disgrace society.
Indalgeance In strong drink had in
most instances ledthem to the com-
mission of overt acts. The speaker
exhorted his hearers to abstiain from
such indunlgence, and save themselvis
from such ccnsequences.

One of the Apos-
tles had asked if we loved not our
bretbren whom we had seen, how we
could love God whom we liad not & en,
aod the speaker said, Show me a manp
whose life has been fulI of selfishness,
who has souzht to build himself up on
the ruins ol others, and 1 will show
vou one who is a8 loog way Trom the
the kingdoem of God. Now that some
of our brelhren are in prison for the
practice of thelr religion, how many
are there who congratulate themselves
that they are not llable to suffer such
penaltier? Iow many think that now
is the thne to take care of self, and llke
the snall which carries Its house upon
its back, and ocecaslonally shuts Itself
out from view, withdraw themseves
from otheérs, shat their eyes to the
wants of the necedy, and stifle eve
feeling of sympathy in their hearts?
There are cases of sickness, of business
failures, of loss by sudden disasters
and other mlsfortunes that call for
sympathy, wnich shou!d not find ex-
,arvsslou merely in words. The Eng-
ishiman ok & proper view of the
kind of sympathy required in such
cases when he said to a {riend of one
whom misfortune had overtaken,*'I feel
for him to the amount ef one sovereign;
how sorry do you teel?" A disposition
to tlunf ope's self for the benefit of
others is practieal religion. It follows
the first principles of the Gospel patl-
uralty, is the kernel of the nat, and no
persaon without it will ever attain to
greatness in the klngdom of Ged.
