'Ob, j, for I get aloag better
than I usexl to, as my sirls are now
big enough to help me, but if I bad
lo do it alone, as I did when we
were paid more, I would be
vamped No one of ui could make

a living naw, but it costs no more to
keep ua uuw than former!, and the
fouro' us make aud manage to get
along Tery well "

"What pricra are you getting
njwt"

"Here ere some pants," said the
old laJy with JolKs that have long
siucc told the fctor of life's winter
by their whitenees, handed the
wrltera pair of jeans pants of the
cheapest quality, that I am making
at $1 a dozen, or S cents a piece."

"How many pairs of tbtae can
you make in a day by working ten
hours"

".Not more than three pairs to
save my soul, and jou could readily
see that no family like mine could
exist on 11 eentsa day. But I wish
to be fair with you When I was
youngl ezpe-- t Icoald make five or
six pairs if I worked as fast as I
could and do notbing else, but in
those days I got $2X0 and $3 a
dozen for the same work. Now,
my three gills and myself, by
denying them every privilege of
going out and all of us living as
sIstm, we are able to make aboul
$I2a week, as we turn outaboutlSO

airs, or twelt e dozen every Satur-
day night"

"Are these the lowest prices you
know of"

".No, I know of a woman that Is
making about the same quality of
work as this aud Is only getting 90
cents for a dozen pairs.

"Different firms may vary In
prices?"

"Yes. they do. There Is all the
difference in the world in the firm
one works for. Xow, 1 know of
some that will find fault with every-
thing, and will put off paying their
sewing w omen as long as possible.
Why, I know of one firm that
would not allow the women that
worked for tl.em to enter their store
at the public entrance. ow, I j ust
came out and told him
that If I wasn't good enough to walk
In the same door other people did I
wasn't good enough to sew on bis
pants."

"In which is Mitre the most
money coats, pantsonrestaT"

I can do better with pants. Vests
would do viry well It it was not for
the button holes to make In them, X

tell you. There is a good deal ot
work to make coats. How people
can sew them for $1 a dozen I can't
understand."

"Don't the manufacturers pay ac-
cording to the amount of work!"

"No, they seem to pay according
to the quality of the goods, but they
require juet as good and as much
work on the cheap goods as on the

A recent report of progress in
taking the census of Alaska ha
been Issued by tbe'U. H. Census
Ofll.-- In the form of a bulletin. It
comprises a preliminary 'report by
Mr. Ivan PetrofT, special agent in
charge of the Alaska division, and
embodies a vivid picture of the
difficulties encountered in getting
results In the northern-mos- t regions
of the Uulted States. After a pre-

liminary trip in the mail steamer,
a second trip was undertaken from
San Francisco to the shores of the
Beli ring bea, at Nushegag, in a
leaky Utile steamer of only twenty-fiv- e

tons burden: Special agent
for different tedious were ap-

pointed and sworn in on these voy-

ages. To reach one special agent a
voyage up the, Kushegak River was
undertakenVbut failed, owing to bis
recalcitrant Indian paddlers. On
returning to Kushegak, the TJ. S.
