ual It was utterly Improbable that they
could receive news before the depart
ment Itself ho dispatches as that
complained of were cruet and senseless-
and Inflicted great misery upon the
wives mothers daughters and other
relatives ot the brave sailors ot this
Ifleet who are anxiously welting to hear-
from them

The officials have about concluded
that there IIs little prospect of receiving
news from Commodore Dewey directly
during the day though there Is a pos-

sibility that a merchant vessel may
reach Hongkong from the Philippines
bringing some news of the battle and
subsequent events at Manila

I IIs practically settltjjtlmt the cable
cannot be relied upon as a means of
