Gas Refuse Fertilizers.—Ammo-
niscal liquor is very valuable asa
fertilizer, and Is especially useful in
premoling the growith of clover,
lucern, and all green erops, pro-
vided it Is properly applied. This
is also true of gas lime, which con-
sisls of earbonate of lime, sulphuret
of caleilam, with some caustie lime
and cyanogen, one of the constitu-
ehts of Prussian blue. It is the
presence of polsonous sulphurets
which makes either the ammonia-
cal liguor or ges lime dangerous
when applied to vegelat ion. Theee
may be peulralized In varieus
waye, the cheapest melhod in this

country will be by using our native
minerals.

For gas liquor, el her gypsum or
green vitriol may be used. The
