One in every 75 men in New York is
a criminal," says Dr. Lyman Abbott,
and In opening the meeting at Steln-wa- y

Hall on Tuesday evening, Secre-
tary Round, of the Prison Association,
said that 00,690 persons are now locked
np in this State for wronx-doins- r. Tbe
number of criminals' in ,the State is
estimated to be live tames greater, and
is increasing

1 much faster ' than the
population. Such statistics indicate
an urgent need of the work undertaken
oy tne rison Association otssenx ork,and also of work outside of prisonwalls to save boys from entrance upon
lives of crime. It is (possible to make
our prisons reformatory, and that is
the purpose of the Prison Association.
It is possible also to establish and en
force laws to Increase the restraints
from crime and to create more influ-
ences which will prevent the ruin of
such a vast number of the vountr. To
accomplish these results thould be the
endeavor of every good citizen.' .

In the same paper of another date
appears an account of the betrayal of
a young German girl - by a brute, to
whom she had been recommended aS a
domestic by the keeper of an intelli
gence office. She had made complaint
before a justice and theHail and Ex
prtst remarks ; . jj :

: The case brings to public attention
the danger that Intelligence offices will
be prostituted to the basest traffic
known to civilization,: and the demand
lor a rigid supervision of all such of-
fices will be unanimous among the reS--
Sectable people olj this community,have been frequent that keep-
ers of intelligence offices and of uduses
of infamy have connived together to
ruin unsuspecting young women, and
if conviction, results from the case
bow before Justice Gorman, the Indig-
nation of the public will be so much
aroused that a thorough investigation
of the . intelligence offices of the citywill be required. 1
