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PROBATE COURTS AND PRI-
VATE CORPORATIONS.
Some people In their nbdue anxiety to
appear upright get so straight that
they lean over backwards. The Ed-

munds law Number Two provides:

Skc. 12. That the laws enacted by
the Legislative Assembly of the Terri-
tory of Utah conferring jarisdiction
upon probate courts, or the judges
thereof, or any of them, in sajd Terri-
tory, other than in respect of the es-
tates of deceased persons, and in res-
pect of the guardiamshi of tke

rsons and property ol infants, and
n respect of Lhe persons anfl property
ol persons nol of sound mind, are
hereby disapproved and annulled; gnd
no probate court or judge of probate
shall exercise an{ jurisdiction other
than in respect of the matters afore-
sald, except as A member of a county
court; and every such jurisdiction so
by force of this gct withdrawn from
the sald probate cour!s or judges shall
be had and exercised Dby the dis-
trict ceurts of said' Territory respec-
tively.

In the incorporation laws of this
Territory It I8 provided that when a
corporation is orgamized for mining,
manufacturing, commercial or other
industrial pursuits, or for other speci-
fled puarposes, an sgreement la
writlog, slgned by each of the in-
corporators shall be acknowledged
by at least three of their number be-
forg the Probate Judge of the county
in which tbe business 18 to be estab-
lished. The agreement, with the oath
or affirmation, is to be flled with the
Probate Clerk ol- that county and by
him recorded in a book kept for the
purpose. Before the rofficers of the
corporation enter upon thelr dutles,
they are Lo enter 1nto bonds to the ae-
- ceptance of Lhe Probate Judge, and
the bonds are to be fled with the
County Clerk. A certiticate to the

effect that these provision of the law

bhave been complled with is to be
issued Ly the Probate Clerk, and,
in somg casep, this, with a copy ol
the articles of agreement and the oath

or affirmatien must be flled with the
BSecretary of the Territory, who is to
issue a certificate under the great seal
of the Territory.

Some newly organized corporations,
not having been fully advised, perhaps,
bave jumped to the conclusion that the
Probate Judges are no longer autbor-
ized to perform the duties defined 1n
the Incorporation laws, and have
fushed to the District Court suppos-
ing that thereby they were complyieg
with the new law of Congress, We
believe that the results will show they
have made a great mistake. Let us
examine the question briefly but care-

fully:

This is sufficiently explicit and ap-
pears in the Jaw on Private Corpora-
tions of 1884. With these considera-
tions, is not the action of those incor-
porators who bave been in such a hur-
ry to run to the District Court a littie
too previous? It is a matter that de-
serves careful examination and due
caution, for an association unlawfully
incorporated is not a corporation, and
difficulties and complications may
grow out of an unintentiopal error
that will cause great trouble and much
expense.

The new law tramsfers all jurisdic- pobliged to take the oath, nor will

tion, except Im respect of the powers
named, from the FProbate Courts of
Utah to the District Courts. The
question to be decided then, in relation
to this subject, is what is meant by
‘Jarisdiction?'? Here is the definition
given by Bouvler, a recognlzed author-
ity on all legal terms:

**A power constitutionally conferred
upon a judge or magistrate. Lo take
cognizance of, and decide causes ac-
cording to law and to carry his sen-
tence into execation.”

Webster's defipition is in accord
with this. Judiclal authority is com-
prebended in the term. The word ap-
peariog In the law in reference to
the powers of a court must be
taken according to its legal significa-
tion. Jurisdiction is elther original or
appellate, civili or criminal, concurrent
or exclusive. In either case |t relates
to the exercise of Judicial funclions,
The jurisdiction of a judge means the
power he holds as such. The ac-
knowledgment of a legal papdr, the ac-
ceptance of & bond, the issuancecla
certificate are not judicial acts. They
are often performed by persons who
bave co judicial powers whatever.

“The Organic Act provides that

*The judicial power ef said Terri-
tory sbhall be vested In & Supreme
Coaurt, District Courts, Probate Courts
and in Justices of the Peace.”

““The jurisdiction of the several
courts herein provided for, both appel
late and original, and that of the Pro-
bate Courts and Justices of the Peace,
sball be as limited by law.”’

Fora long time the Probate Courts
exercised concurrent, eriginal jurls-
diction with the District Courts in both
civi]l and criminal cases under the laws
of the Territory. But in 1874 the Po-
land law was enacted which provides
that,

¢probate Judges In their respeclive
counties shall have jurisdiction in the
settlement of the estates of decedents
apd in matters of guoardiaunship and
other like matters; but otherwise they
shall bave no civ 1‘, chancery, or crim-
inal jJusrisdiction whatever; they
shall have jurisdiction in 8nits
ol divorce, for slatutory causes, con-
currently with the District Courts; but
any defendant in a suit for divorce
commenced in a Probate Court shall
be entitled after apearance, and be-
fore plea or answer, 1o bave said suit
removed to the District Court having
jurisdiction."’

The authority vested In the Probate
Courta to enter land for the occupanls
of towns, etc,, was mot called *‘jurls-
diction” by the Poland law, and was
retained under it, as were sil other
powers except In respect to their ju-
risdiction, which was hmited as above.

Now comes & further limit to that
jurisdiction, taking away the powers
of the Probate Courts as to suits for
divorce, which are made original
l.nt"exclul_ve to the District
Co . The jurisdiction of the
former s limited to the exercise of
probate powers. Butthis does not de-
prive them of authority over matters
in which no judiclal power ia used and
which is conferred upon them by law.
The territorial laws In regard to the
incorporation of associations for busi-
ness of different kinds, are not affected
by the Edmunds law Nuomber Two.
The Probate Judges are hereafter o
be appointed by .the,Président and
Senate instead of elected by the peo-
ple, but this does not change their
duties nor limit their wers. The
present Incumbents will serve oat
thelr terms, but their jurnsdiction lo
regard to diverce suits is taken away,
and their jurisdiction or judicial power
is limited as defined in the section first
quoted above.

It will be fou nd,thén, In our opinion,
that those cerporations which oave ot
made their acknowledeementsand filed
their papers with the Probate Judges
and Clerks, bave not complied wiih the
law and are therefore not entitled to

the benefits thereof. This is a mattér
of their stiemtion and they
sbould duly consider it.

There 1s & provision of the law which
seems to bave slipped the attention of
incorporators gemerally; that is that
many corporstions have no need to
file their myticles of agreement, ett,

. with the Secretary of the Territory nor
t0o obtaiz his eértificate. The law

Lhe be forced to break It after
it is taken. DBut we admit that 1t wlil
bLe “‘particularly bard’® upon some of
them to lose their votes or offices as
the case may be, or else “pull up and
reform’ as advised by a limb of the
law who says he wanls them to ‘‘be-
come res pectable.”

In some respeclts this new law iz a
kind of a boomeraog, and we do not
wonder that the throwers are smarting
under their self-inflicted wounds, and
that many contributors to the “Lib-
eral” lobby fund feel that their money
has been worse than wasted. They had
betler now consider how well they
teserve Lhelr defeat and take a
little warning by the past
They may plot to make the law In its
workings effect more than its language
and spirit express, I;nn. WwWe promise
them that i1t will eventually prove labor
in valn, they will cast their cash into a
deep, deep sea. and there will be more
cursiog and lcss satisfaction. And
they will do well to remember the old
proverb: ‘‘Carses are like chickens,
they come home to roost.”

The
views of the late President Brigham
Young and President George A. Smith
were similar to those entertained by
Mr. Beecher ip relation to- dispay at
funerals.

WHAT A CLOUD-BURST DID.

A cloud-burst at Victoria, near De
Boto, Missouri, on the Texas Pastic'
Rallwav, shortly after 10 o'clock on|
the 5th inst., caused a startling acei-
dent on the Texas pacific Rallway. A
trestle which crosses Joachim creed at
that point gave way under a strain.
The-train was the Texas express, con-
sistlag of baggage, express and mail
cars, & smoker, two passenger coaches
and four sleepers, carrying aboat 130
passengers. A heavy rain had fallen
all day and the creek was much swol-
len. When the engine reached about
the middie of the trestle Eungi-
neer Kelly {felt the whole struc-
ture sinking beneath him. In
an instant he opened the valve ope-
rating the air brakes full and brought

front end of one of the cars was
crushed in by the sudden sheck, This
gsaved the coaches, but the baggage,
mail, express and smoking cars went
Into the raging torrent below, carrying
with them all aboard. Engineer Kelly
and Fireman Hatch went down with
the engine and were submerged in the
flood. Kelly, in his stroggle to free
himself, found that one of his leet was
held {ast, but at the same instant, and
just as he realized that he must drown,
the epgine ,torned over, his fool was

released and he c¢ame to the
sarface. Belzing & [passing log,
he clung w0 it desperately, and

was swept dowan the torrentand lodged
against a tree 150 yards below. With
scarcely strength enough to move he

limb of the tree, became unconscious
and was not restored untli two or
three hours after he bhad been taken
from the tree, when be found himsell
kindly cared for Im a house in Victoris..
His {ace smd'bead were cut severely,
two of his toes were amputated and he
was injured In various parts of the
body. Fireman Hatch was carried
about #Swve thousand yards down
stream, lodged Iin a mass of
brush or drift, and was res-
cued soom after the Hood sub-
sided. He is 8 wood deal bruised,
but not seriously burt. The postal car
was swept away some distance, and a8
the water ranalied through it the mall

scattared over miles of territory or im-

bedded In the mud of the creek.
regarded as an slmost total loss, the

whele of 1t being completely soaked
and the addresses of the letitera ob-

lterated, The postal clerks—McCal-
lough, Shaffer and Ryan—were badly
brulsed and almost drowned, and be-

their clothes, their gold watches and
about $260 in money, which were car-
ried. away by the flood. The
smoker, . which is said to have
contained some twenty persons, was
swept down about three hundred feet
below the trestle, and all of Iis occa-
pants are believed to bave been saved.
1 bhey eucceeded in getting over om one
slde of Lthe car, and clung te its top un-
til they were rescued. There is some
doubt about the baggageman and ex-
press messenger belng saved, but a
late dispatch from the wreck said that
none of the trainmen were lost. The
canse of the upprecedented flood ia
believed [to have been a cloud-burst
which took place late in the evening,
and filled the creek which runs be

tween the rugged hills for miles so full
that it became a raging torrent, with a
current of ever twenty miles per hour,
and swept everything before it.
