Congress, making allowance for all
the contingencies, we need to be
sure of fifty votes in the Senate,
and two hundred votes In i the
House or .Representatives. It is
therefore of vital importance that
delegates should be present at thl
convention from every State and
Territory, and that each one should
call upon her entire Btate delega-
tion in Congress and urge them to
attend the convention and hear the
diacuesion;.of the greatest political
question of the age.
