LUs discrimination' of character is

amply illustrated in the many wise and
Ptuy sayings wnicn ne nas bequeathedto us on this subieet. a few of whichwe have grouped together, as combin
ing uis tueai oi now man suouia be-
have in different positions of life. Thus
he tells how "a peer man who does
not flatter, and a rich man who Is not
proud, are passable characters; but
they are not equal to the poor who yetare cheerful, and the rich who yet love
the roles of propriety." "A good man
id oucoDuiict oi mmseii is numDie, in
serving his snDerlors he is resoectful.
in nourishing the people he Ukiml, in
ordering the people he toiustV" Again,a 'man "is to think ef virtue, not
of comfort; of the sanctions of law.
not- - of eratlncatlon." And "what
the superior man seeks is in him-
self; what the small man thinks Is in
others." He is firmly convinced of its
being more of Jess In the power of
every man to acquire knowledge, and
thereby wisdom. - Hence, as Dr. Legiretells us;-i- n his4,Ltfe of Confucius,"
(1807. p. 60) "his house became a resort
for younn aud inquirinir spirits who
wished to learn the doctrines of an
tiquity. However-smal- l the fee his
pupus were able to afford. Be never re-
fused his Instructions ill that he re-

quired was an ardent! desire for im-

provement and some degree of ca
pacity." 'Xhus to quote bis own words,ltk do sot open up truth to one who is
not eager to get knowledge, or keep
out one who is not anxious to explain
nimseir." tsr stimulating youth to
study, he endeavored to create an In
structed public opinion which should
display an Admiration lor truth and
goodness. That the same love of truth
pervaded all his sentiments is exempli-
fied by a remark he one day made.

"Shall 1 teach your what knowledge
j?" said he. "When you know a

thing, to hold that you know it, and
when you uo not snow a thing, to al
low that you do not know it; this is
knowledge." Ills dennttion oi hypoc-
rites reminds us of their comparison to
whlted sepulchres la the New Testa-
ment, - namely t 'There may be fair
words and an numoie countenance
when there is little virtue." But
lastly it has often been ureed that
Confucius, in spite of bis wisdom and
the loitmess oi nis teaching, nan noth-
ing to say about God or a future life.
He preferred, however, to speak of
heaven as in the following instances:
"He who offends against heaven has
none to whom he can pray," and
"Alas !". said he, "there is no one that
knows 'fae. But his friend replied:
"What do you mean by thus faying that
no one knows you?" He answerad, "I
do not murmur against Hea-
ven, I do not grumble

'
against men.

But there is Heaven that knows me."
Indeed, it has been truly said that he
was unreligious rather than Irreligious.
And if he bad not a knowledge of a
Divine Ruler It was. his misfortune,
and arose from no desire to disparagerelieioos belief of any kind.- - In short.
.as Mr. Cfodd remarks, his omitting to
speak aooui uon "was not Decause be
waa an unbeliever for he of all men,
bad reverence for the sacred, unknown
power that underlies all things but
because his nature was so beautifully
simple and sincere that be would not
pretend to knowledge of that which he
felt was beyond human reach and
thought." But nevertheless, one can-
not but regret tnat hlsiteaching was
not more distinctive in this respect,
especially as it was. destined to be such
