The other day I met in this citv the
Mormon Elder Schoenfeld. from Utah.
Schoenfeld was'born in Saxony, served
in 1802-0- 3 as officer of the battalion of
shitrpshooters in the Saxon capital.and
emigrated in 1804 to Salt Lake City.There he turned farmer, prospered
greatly, and is at present ordered bv
uis unurcu to plant tbe standard of
Mormonism especially in Saxonv.
Thurlngia and Central Germany. I liacl
ai conversation of several hours with
him, during which he made the follow-
ing communications ;

"I left in December. 1883, my west-
ern home, where Presidents John Tav- -
lor and George Q. Cannon gave me the
necessary instructions ior two years,as I am ordained to work in the Dias-
pora of Germany during that period.At nrst l was intended to bring Austria
likewise into the circle of my agitation,but this project was aftewards aban
doned. On my voyage to the eastern
parts of America, I at first going from
Cheyenne and Denver, visited our
young settlements in Colorado, which
I found to be in a flourishing condition.
Prom New York I . started for Liver
pool and found that in this city Mor-
monism had become a respectable and
Considerable power.. There ionr Eng--
Iisu paper,ine Millennial Star, la print-ed in 4.000 cdpies. From Liverpool I
went tqrqngh different parts of Ger-
many, in order to know the Mormon
communities, and came to Leipzic and
Dresden. In these two cities, like
wise in Meissen and Bischopwerda,
there are some members, but not vet
organized communities. In the Eri--
'ebirge there is a great desire to be

the Mormon doctrines. I
shall make Chemnitz and Annaberg
the headquarters of my mission."
