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Christ, of which the Apostle PaulCDISOOTJBSE were to be fulfilled in we last days,would not be surprised; but we find
that the! most powerful agenciesthat had been brought to bear for
the suppression of Christianity, for
the overthrow of Its doctrines,! for
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avowed himself a? not ashame-d-
very few indeed. The 5tb, 6th and
7th chapters of Matthew containingthe sermon on the mount are an
embodiment of divinity, are a com.
puation or principles, are an associ
ation of ideas, that sre anparalelled
and are inimitable ' in the writingsand learning of the world. Theycontain the principles that constitute
the jrround work upon which correct
nature is to d established. Now then.
my irienas, ir wis be true in the
light Of modern science, of modern
philosophy, in the lighter the clvlla-tio- n

of the nineteenth century,tbese
principles appear as brilliant, un.
dlmed and as transcendent in
lnstre a? any of the axiomatic princi-
ples, proverbp, and sayings of tbe
earned and the wl-- e of all the ages
that are gone by. Zoroaster never
chronicled their equal; Mathew
never penned a compilation of such
principles as are to be round there;
Confucius never left on the record of
bis time principles that reach down
into the innermost depth of human
nature and there bring up into
man's destiny and the design of his
creator as has been revealed in those
principles. And yet, my friends,
these were the doctrines and princi-
ples that were opposed,' mark me,
and the propagandists of those
principles were tbe men that were
followed up with the most untiring
opposition, that were persecuted
with the -- most relentless hand;
the men who represented these
world redeeming doctrines, the
purifying, elevating institutions of
Christianity were the men that suf
fered martyrdom, the men that lost
their lives that they might find
them, even lives eternal, and they
lost them, too, at the hands of men
who were considered the representa
tive men or tne time, tne learned
x pounders of prophecy, the ex

pounders of law, the teac tiers of the
principles of civil and criminal juri-
sprudence, men who were deeply
versed in the lore of the time, fa
miliar with every branch of the,
literature of their age, and yet these
were the most cruel and uncharit-
able elements which Christianity
had to cope with in its growing In
fluence in the day when the Apos
tle Paul avered that he was not
aahamed of the Gospel of Christ,
for it was the power of God unto
salvation to all who would believe, j

To-da- y we have the principles of
this same Christianity presented to
the world in the same attitude, pre
sented with the tame conditions
avowed with the sameslnoerlty,and
its doctrines inculcated with the
same assiduity and zeal that mark
ed the Apostles of the Gos-

pel of Jesus Christ over 1800 years
ago. And. does it meet with any op-

position to-da-v? Need I aak this
question? Scarcely. The people call-
ed Xjatter-da- y bl&lnta have for a
number of years proclaimed the
Hnanel of Christ in, its primitive
simpilcty, in its primitive integrity,
In its primitive organization, ana in
all its evangelical details, to the in
habitants of this nineteentn cen
tury which by some people Is de
nominated the full blaze of civiliza-
tion, almost approaching the same,
the highest pinnacle, the last pos-sibl- y

attainable point of elevation in
the growth ot moral wortn ana intel-
lectuality : and power and if it
meets with the opposition which we
know it has met with, we are con
fronted in our own minds with the
inquiry who are the men, what are
the character and denomination of
the people who raise their voices
againnt the Gospel of the Lord Jesus
Christ In its apostolical purity in this
the dispensation of the fullness of
times? Is It the infidel? Is it the
atheist the man who believes
that there is no God nor
any controlling power but that
which exists . in , the forms
of matter we behold? Is it the man
who ignores the Supreme Being, the
rultr of the universe? Is it that
class of people who Jive without
God and without hope and without
faith in the world to com? ISfot ex-

The
object of the law is to restrict
marriage; la to restrict the
legitimate and divine associations of
the sexes; and if we suppose that It
Is Intended for any thine else we are
laboring under a mistake.- - Let us
be consistent, my friends, and wait.

1 1 will be remembered
that at the period of the world's his-
tory when these words were enunci
ated by the Inerlred 'Apostle that
tbe Christian reiizion was not then
as it is now, the professed religion of
a large portion or the innabicants
of tbe earth. It was then a new
cause; it was then considered

feet wmcn was every epoKen
against. The doctrines and princi
ples or this new faun appear, from
tbe history of its incipient develop-
ment.' to have .aroused very bitter
feelings in the hearts of the profes
sors of the popular creeds and phllo
sophles of that age. The bit lory of
the rise and progress or Christianity
presents to the intelligent student
a history; of many of the most im
portant principles ana lessons com'
hected with the unfold men t of civ-
ilization and the purification of the
moral ethics of that age and through
the succeeding ages, 1 may add;even
down to modern times.

tions of the heathen world, those
down-trodd- en nrincinles, those doc
trine that have been everywnere
sinkon atrains t. have been accepted
professedly, by the Christian world
as the Balm of Gilrad, as the power
by which - the nations , were to do
healed of their moral maladies, dv
which they were to be enlightened
from their heathen darkness, and
by which thev were to be elevated
to an intellectual and moral plane
that should brine them up to
the high destiny r which their
Creator had ordained for them,
and to bring to pass that perfection
which was augured, not only in the
religion of Jesus, but also plainly in
dlcated in the constitution of man,
To-da- v we have a nominal accent
ance of Christianity as a revealed
religion. . There are but few peopl
living who aie so obtuse in their
minds, or who are so morally degrad
ed in their nature, or . so far lost to
every sense or personal; respect and
Christian propriety, as to deny the
goodness of the gospel of Jesus

the retardation of Its success
throughout the land, were fostered
by men who, from their professed
adherence to the scriptures of divine
truth, to the writings or Moses and
the Prophets which they claimed to

its warmest friends; it should have
received from them the most eaeo
tlve support; but on the con trsry,
as I have before ; remarked,
It received from them the moit
heartless and unprincipled opposi-
tion.) And it appears that there
was but one solution to the problem,
and that Bolutlon in their minds was
this: This man I a promoter of
sedition, we most have him taken
out of the way, and so clamorous
necome tne demand ror . we surren-
der of the great teacher and founder
or Christianity, Jesus or .Nazareth,that the populace cried "awy with
him away with him, crucify him,
Crucify him"; and when the judges
of the land, after investigating the
charge brought against) him, had
discovered there was no cause for
death in that man, and, j moreover,
as it was announced "in this Just
man"; while they did not choa-- e to
impugn ithe ludgment of tbe'
judge as to his purity, or cilied in
question his reading of the law, jet
they nevertheless cried - out ''his
blood be upon our heads; never
mind if It is not right, never mind
if it Is not legal, we do not care for
that, away with him; relatseunto us
Barabas; give us a robDer, give us a
thief, give us any kind of individual
and release him in this jubilee of re-
lease to criminal?: give any one a
chance but Jesus f Nazareth."
This was the state of affairs.
And why did they want j to
get rid f or him? Why j di 1

they wlBh to dispose of him in
his wav? what had he done to

them? What doctrines had he taughtthat were In opposition even to tbe
law or to good morality? None what- -

ever. Aie was acquitted before i the
highest tribunal of Hls land, rand
one of our ablest jurists, Alexander
nnls in revewlng the trial of Jesus

of Nazareth, concluded that in : the
light of the nineteenth century, In
the advanced state of the science of
urlsprudence, the crucifixion of

Jesus Christ wai a judicial murder.
He went about continually doing
good. He berated men! for their
sins, to bs sure. He chastised them
for their Iniquity. He did call them
hypocrites, He did call them . some
uncomplimentary names,1 but they
richly deserved lt,and any man who
a acquainted with the history of
the time?, with the morality of that
age, with! the depths of degradation
to which men and . women had
sunken, and the almost extinction
of the tlrst consceptlon of .morality,
Knows run wen waiuis accusations
were only toojcut, that there was
no other cause for their ire being
raised against Him other than It
was trne and they could hot endure
t. There are a great many people

In this world of ours, n this age as
there were in the age of which i
am speaking, who n "not en-
dure sound doctrine.; They
prefer having men; who will teach
them plausible and, flattering theo-
ries, who will pander to their power,
who will cringe before the influence
of wealth, who will bow down at
we shrine or we almighty dollar,
and who dare not let Jesus and His
ApostleSjift up their voices and pro
claim against the crying evils of the
land. As .Latter-da- y. Hainta we are
teaching j the same principles, the
same doctrinee; and I need not say
here, that there are no f Christian
ministers to-da-y that attempt from
their ppuipits to take up tne sub--
eote or our religion, to taxe up any

of the leading doctrines and princi
ples of our faith, and with the word
of God In their hand and with Bound
reason brought to bear upon the
doctrines taught by the Latter-da-y
Saints and - by those taught in an
cient times, to show that our doc
trines are anti-scriptur- al, that theyare nnbibiicaii bus wey win say
that they are unchristian,' that it is
hot in accord with the popular sym
pathies and popular sentiments of
the times; that it is not in accord
witn men's ideas or morauty, or res
pectability and of cultivation.- - Yet
show me where there are any doc
trines or principles taught . by ithe
juatter-da- y eaints that are inot in
the 'strictest accord, i In the
most perfect harmony,- - In ; ' tha
closest union with the ! t each-doctrin- es

incs - and ! ''! taught
centuries ago? There are hot any
to be found; and yet we hear the
cry of Immorality; we hear the cry
of barbarism, of infidelity, of names
that I hardly like to repeat, appliedto the Latter-da-y Saints juntas they
were applied to Jesus and the Apos
ties ibuv years ago. - y - - --

My friends, ir the 'popular preja- -
dices of the first or; second century

girts and powers disappeared rrom
the eatth, and the great "Mother of
