Cniting Down the Salarics.

The legislative, exceutive and judi-
cialappropriation bill, reported ia the
House to-day, recommends the ap-
propriation of  $21.214,701, which is
31,088,408 jess than the estimates, and
$272,002 loss Lhan the appropriation for
the presant flscal year,

The bill reduces the salaries of the

150 special examlipers In the pension
buresu, provided for at the last ses-
sion, from $1,600 to $1,40 annually, on
recommendation of the Interior de-
artment. It also provides that the
‘resident shall discontinue the ap-
pointment and services of offlcers at
ports of entry, where, for two succes-
slve years past the revenues collected
are less then the salaries and expenses
of the effice. The President may,how-
ever, appoint deputy collectors for
such ports, who shall be compensated
by fecs not exceeding #1600, The
office of superintendent of foreign
mails Is abalished, and 'supervision of
the foreign mai] service {s placed with
the second gssistant postmaster gen-
eral. The compensation of special
agenls of the internal revenue service
is limited to %6 a day, except the chief,
who Is to receive 38 a day. The bill
further provides that judges of the
court of claims shall prescribe a sys-
tem of fees similar to that in the
Unlited States circuit courts, and shall
enforce thelr collections against litl-
wants unsuccessful in causes of action
in court.

Japanese Present.

The Presldent to-day transmitted to
the House a communication from the
Secretary of State relative to the Jap-
anese government's offer to donate 4
valuable plece of land at Tokio to the
United States in fee simple for legation
purposes. In his message of trans-
mittal the President says: *'I ear-
nestly recommend that the Executive
may be immedistely authorized to ac-
cept the gift, in the name of the United
States, and to tender his Linperial
Japanese Majesty's Government a
sultable expression of this govern-
ment's thanks for the generosity which
prompted the presentation of so de-
sirable a site of ground. This step-
cannot but be favoralile to the Unlted
States in every honorable way, while
Lthe disinterested motives of a friendly
government deserve from us proper
and just pecogglition,"’ .
