with the happiness of .the people, and
we seek your advice, confident that
your judgment has not beea warped
oy xoreign unmescw wn mm jw wwwv,
will be untainted by selfishness-an- free
from aoonistrv and that it will reoreaent the
best interests of the republic, aad therefore
of American labor. Our conscience' as-- "

sores us that should yonr advice oe ac-

cepted by this country, as we believe it will
be, the enemies of our free Institutions, in
