Oahu In 1839 a proposal for the joint
guarantee of the neutrality of
the Hawaiian Islands by the
United Btalei Quimsny and
Ureat Britain wa declined
on the announced ground that the
lation of tile United States to the
Islands was suflloleul for the end In
view In brief from 1820 tj 1893 the
course of the United Btatei toward the
Hawaiian Islands has consistently
