man. Making known her wants,
9he was Invited in to look at the
rooms, bhe saw one that suited
her, and on asking this colored wo-
man the rates at which she could
have the room and board, waa told
that it wuld be only $a a week.
The price was satisfactory, and she
engaged the room. This was in the
forenoon, and she had all the rest
of the day to sell her belts. At the
request of the colored woman, who
gave tne name of liartlett, Miss
Edmunds left a part of her belts as
seourity. She was tsld to come
home early, In order to get her
supper. She did as requested, and
after eating a hearty meal she was
taken into a back room and intro-
duced to two men. From the con-
versation of the men and the woman
Bartlett, which was coarse, with an
oath thrown in occasionally, a sus
picion crossed the girl's mind that
something was wrong, and that the
character of the house was none of
the best. She demanded to be let
out, but without avail. The actions
of the parties frightened her, and
she began to cry, whereupon the
men threatened to kill her if she
M.Ha at.. nAtoa fin. rf Haty. ...K.

u)vU2cgu?(tthig the

bi: .. 1. 1; it ordained by the
City Council of Salt Lake City,that no person shall, within the cor-
porate limits of said city, directlyor indirectly, in person or by an-
other, sell, barter, or otherwise dis-
pose of, or permit to be bartered or
delivered, for or en his account, any
spirituous or fermented liquors
without a license first obtained ac
cording to the provisions of this or
di nance.

Si:c. . Applications for License
uuder this Ordinance shall be made
in writing to tne Mayor, and shall
state where tho business is to be
carried on, the full name of theap- -

pi icant, and it a firm, the lull nann
of each member thereof.

Skc. ".-- On payment to tho Cilv
Treasurer of the sum of the
layor may i?sue a license to the

applicant to carry on business, for
a period of three mouths, as a liquor
dealer, to sell spirituous and fer-
mented liquors of any kind, and in
any quantity, wholesale, retail and
by the dram, in the tenement or
building named in the application.Si c. 4. No License granted un-
der this ordinance shall be assigna-
ble or transferable, or authorize any
person or persons other than those
named in the License, to carry on
the business therein specilied; and
no person or persons shall carry on
the business provided for in this
Ordinance at any other place than
the one designated in such License;Provided: That the City Council
may, on application by the parties
interested, authorize the assign-ment of the License, or a changein the place of business.

Skc. o. The Mayor, whenever in
Ids judgment the peace, good order
or safety of the City or Its inhabit-
ants shall require it, and on Muni-
cipal, County or Territorial election
days, Fourth of July, Decoration,
Thanksgiving and all Territoilal
and National holidays, may, by
proclamation, forbid tho sale, giv-
ing away, or in any way disposing
of spirituous or fermented liquorsfor any given period, not to exceed
twenty-lou- r hours at any one time;
aim any person wno snail sell, bar-
ter or give away, any spirituous or
fermented liquors in contravention
of paid proclamation shall, on con
viction, be lined not to exceed one
hundred dollars for each oilehse,
any license to the contiaiy not-
withstanding.

Six, (i. Any person obtainingLicense under this Ordinance shall
be subject to the following regula-
tions: He shall faithfully observe
and keep all ordinances in force in
relation to liquor during the period
of such license ; lieshall not keep
open his bar, houre or place for the
sale of liquors, nor sell, give away,nor in any manner deal iu by him-
self, servaut, or other person,

or fermented liquors be-
tween the hours of ten o'clock p.m.
and six o'clock a.m., on any day of
the week; he shall prohibit all gam-
ing, with or without betting, bymeans of dominoes, cards, dice, or
other articles, every game of chance,
and every other description of gam-
ing or gambling; and, on the proc-
lamation of tho Mayor for all liquorestablishments to be closed, he shall
discontinue business during the
period of such proclamation. He
shall not iu amy wise dispose, of
liquors to any person under four-
teen years of age, nor to any
Indian; he shall prohibit music,
dancing, drunkenness and all
riotous or disorderly conduct on his
premises.

Sec. 7. If any person shall
keep auy house 01 place within the
corporate limits of this city, for tho
purpose of selling, or otherwise dis-
posing of spirituous or fermented
liquors, as provided hi this Ordin-
ance, witliout lirst having obtained
a liceuse therefor, as herein provi-
ded, oa conviction thereof he shall
pay a fine of one hundred dollars
for the lirst offense, and if convict-
ed of a second oll'ense a fine of one
hundred dollars and be imprisonednot to exceed thirty daysj and
for each subsequent conviction a
fine of one hundred dollais and im-
prisonment not to exceed six
months.

Sec. S. Any rorson violating
any of the provisions of this Ordin-
ance, for which no penalty is here
in provided, shall on conviction
pay a fine not to exceed one hun- -

ered dollars for each offense.
Sec. 9. All ordinances and

parts of ordinances relating to the
sale or spirituous or fermented
liquors, in connict nerewltn. are
hereby repealed: Provided tho re
peal of such ordinances shall not
atl'ect any rights accrued or liabili
ties lor lines and penalties incurred:
but all such rights and liabilities
may oe maintained and enforced
the same as if said ordinances and
parts of ordinances had temaiued
in full force.
