MT. OLIVET CEMETERY

Restrainod From Taking More
Ihan its Share of Water.

The application for s preliminary in-
junction in the suit of Wm. Strong vs.
Elijah Sells et al. came up before Judge
Zane today. The circumstances which
led up to the litigation are briefly as
follows: In 1849 the settlers of the
tract of land mow embraced in the
First, Second and Tenth wards teok
out a portion of the waters of Emi-
gration Creek for irrigation and other
purposes. In 1877- Mt. Olivet ceme-
ters was set apart by the Secretary of
War, and shortly after its board of di-
rectors, by thelr agents, began taking
water from the Tenth Ward ditch.
The people objected, but by an under-
standing that the city weuld see their
rights protected, the matter was kept
out of the courts, though tbere has
been a continuous dispute about the
water being taken from the original
owners. )

Two or three years ago the cemetery
people began taking out & much larger
quantity than before, and as the city
last fall informed the inbabitants of
the wards named that the corporation
conld do nothiog in their beball, they
authorized Mr. Strong to bring the
present suit. As lomg as the people
had anything like a fsir s ly of
water, the application for an r re-
straining the cemetery from using that
belonging to others was not pressed,
but now that the streams bave been
greatly dimished, further action has
kecome necessary. As ab evidence of

ene ¢ay in the week, while the ceme-
tery appropriastes sufficient for its
needs seven days in the week.

The complaint sets up the allegation
that the plaintiff and those whom he
represents are entitled to the owner-
ship .ot the whele stream, and asks
that'it be given to them. It is likely,
however, by the neglect to have the
matter adjudicated by the courts, in
consequence of the understanding re-
ferred to, the cemetery has acquired a
rightto a portion of the water. The
arrogance of the claim that is made in
their behalf can be understood from
the assertion in their answer to the
effect that because the govermment
granted ‘to them the cemetery grounds,’
they have & right to take 80 much of
the stream *‘as they may deem neces--
sary’ for their owa use. It is this
claim that bas led the plaintiffs in this
action to be more persistent that they
perhaps otherwise would have been.
The matter was argued pro and con
betore Jaudge Zane, who granted a
temporary Injunction restraining the
cemetery folks from using any more
water from the ditch than they did
three years ago, at the same season of
the year. There were some delicate
quastions conmected with the subject,
as to have granted an order covering
the whole water supply, would
probably have resulled in destroying
the shrubbery in the cemetery. To
avold sach an anfortunate resalt, the
court framed its order so that by a
judicious use of the portion of the
stream allowed, the trees and shrub-
bery will bave sufficient moisture to
keep them in good condition, while at
the same time the inbabitants repre-
sented by the plaintif will receive
more of that to which they hold vested
rights.

An Ogden Fight. -

The Standard of this morning gives
an account of a fight which took place
in an Ogden saloon last evening. It is
not unlikely that the Phillp Bond en-
gaged in the fracas is the same one
who was indicted with Jack Taylor
for murder in the first degree, com-
mitted at Bingham in 1847, and who
was acquitted, while Taylor was com-
victed of murder in Lbe second degree
and sentenced to five years, Bond isa
Cornishman about 28 years of age. The

Last evening a general row took
glnce at the Shamrock and Thistle
aloon on the corper of Franklin and
Fifth streets. A stranger by the name
of Philip Bonad in the saloon

Boand
struck at Minoter and hit him i the
face. Mr. Chaplow, the proprietor of
the saloon, who was sitting outside
when the row began, stepped In.

Minter, s0o It is :.lleg:g,
then strock tﬁe stranger with a r
glass which broke. A spirit level was
also used in the fight. Oflicer Cham-
bers, iog by, was attracted by the
crowd. Bomeone seeing him bade bim
hurry as **a fellow was killing Chap-
low.”” He at once rushed in and found
Chaplow and Hunter covered with
blood. He asked where the bully had
gone to, and was shown to the back
room, where the officer found him. He
was very stubborn and refused to go
to jail, but finally comcluded that it
was the best thing he could de, and he
was soon safely ensconsed behind the
bars at the City Hall. It was found that
be had three severe cuts en the upper
part of his head. His face was covered
with bleod making hisfeatures unrec-
ognizable until washed.On belng placed
in jail he began crying and in so doing
woke up a fellow %r ner, Pat Mc-
Carthy, who asked him what he was
doing and told him to go to sleep. *'I'll
not de it,"” was the response. “‘Well
if you stay here you will have to,’’ and
with these words he knocked Bond
down. were separated, and
Bend placed in a separate cell. dhl.p-
low had seversal soratcheaon his face
and his back was hurt. His coat and
abirt were stained with blood and his
five-dollar hat was mashed. Minter
was severely bruised and had'his cel-
lar, tie, and shirt literally torn off him.
