With regarfl to the duration of i the
Deluge there nppears a seriousdifiference
between the Bible and the inscription.
According toithe account in Genesis the
flood eommenced on the 17th day of the
second month, the ark rested on Ararat
after 150 Jr l\}-l}ll the 17th'day of “the
seventh monthyand the camplete dry-
ing up of thd flood was not until the

are two versions of the flood story in
Cienesis itself, and that these two difler
ad to the durntiuu of the flood. The
Greek actount of Berosus issilent as to
the doration lof the: Deluge. Pursuing
his examinaljon, Mr. Bmith finds differ-
ences in the accounts as {o the moun-
tain on which the ark rested, and the
test of Lirds, by which the abatement of
thé flood was ascertained, while in the
building of the altar and the sacrilice
on leaving the ark all three accounts
agree.
