The readers of the News will re-

member that ou the 28d of July last,
John Penman was arrested at Bounti-

ful, on the charge of polyaamy. While
being brought to thts city he made his
escape from the deputies at a

point near the Hot Springs. Yes-

terday afternoon, as Deputy Mar-

shal Greenman was coming toward
this city from Park City, he met Mr.
Penman and his nine-ye- ar old son just
above Hardy's, In Parley's Canon.
Capt. Greenman. took Penman into
custody and brought him alone; with
him, the boy continuing on bis way to
the Half-wa- y House. On reaching the
penitentiary the officer left Mr. Penman
there.where he regained over night,and
came on to summon tht witnesses in
the case. These were instructed to
come before the grand jury to-da- y, and
that body found two indictments
against the defendant, one for polyg-
amy and one for unlawful cohabita-
tion.

This afternoon the defendant was ar-

raigned, and entered a plea of not
guilty to the charges. Bail was fixed at
$2, MO for both counts, but at the re-

quest of Mr. Kirkpatrick, in consider-
ation of the defendant being a poor
man, it was reduced to $1,200 on the
polygamy coant and $700 for cohabita-
tion. One of the witnesses, Mary
Ellen Hutchius, the alleged plural
wife, was placed under $700 bonds to
appear and testify at the trial.
