lar.

Section 3 prevides that the colnage of
gold and silver and silver ballion, the
product of the United States, shall be
tree, but no silver coln shall be made
at wny United States miuts from for-
e¢ign silver, and no foreign silver shall
bejudmitted totheUnited States without
paying the highest rate of duty im-
posed on manufactured sllver

Section 4 provides for the vxchugc
of silver dollars and certiflcates issuea
under the former act for the notes au-
thorized by this act.

Section  authorizes the Secretary of
the Treasury to cause LO have colued,
at any time, out of silver in the Treas-
ury, into stundard dollars of 450 grains,
as many as he mway think likely to be
needed, and to retain in standurd bars
i mut:h sllver as be may deein neces-
sary to meet the demand for sliver in
that fora.

WasHiNGTON, 17.—The naval s PPro-

13,615,838, The estimates for the next
fiscal year were £30,654,011, more than
one-hall of which was for the increase
of the navy. In licu of theestimate for
increase of the navy, Randall’s propo-
sition providing for the appointmeunt
of a board to conslder and report to
Congress plans of vessels for the navy,
and making an indefinite appropriation
for the building of such vessels asg may
be recommended by the board, was
adopted. The members of the com-
mittee favoring the proposition were
Randall, Foruey, Ellis, Hancock,
Hutchins, Follett, Burnes, Washburn
and Long. Those opposed — Holnan,
Towunseud, Kelfer, Cuonon and Horr.
Ryan was absent. This same board s
authorized W consider whether the five
anfinished monitors are suffering from
their present incomplete condition,
and whether they uha]l be completed
and armed. An Hrupﬂsuuu of
500,000 is recommended for the com-
pletion ot the New York.

The Secretary of the Interior has
made the following order lor the suc-
cessful management of Indisn indus-
