The Duwilio and Dandols will eacl

rry four of these guns, in turrets,
and become the most powerfully-

armed ships in the world fur the
time being.

The problem set befure =ir W,
Armstrong and his partners by the
[talian Goverument was to build a
gun with all its appurtenances,
capable of throwing a 2,000-pound
shot with such a velocity as would
enable it-to s e an ironelad with
a4 force of 490 tons per inech of the
shot’s circumference. This would
need only an initial velocity of
about 1,350 feet a second, and there
can be nodoubt that such a velocity
will easily be attained, and cven
considerably more; for since the
gun was designed, experiments
bave shown that the power of any
existing gun can be much inereased
by enlarging the powder-chamber,
and there is no reason why the 1040-
ton gun should be an exception to
the rule. However, the actual bar-

tion as it comes back after firing.
The next polut is the loadin
arrangements.

tion to the charge and consequent
strain on the interior of thoe gun.
To chviate this difliculty, one of
the members of the Jlswick ticim—
Mr. Rendel—invented a methald of
loading the pivee oulside of the Lar
rety but froms below the aeck, oul
of danger. His designs bave al-
ready been carried out in the oun
direr and huve answered admira-
bly.

When the gun 13 fired the
first pressure of the gas produced
drives the cup forward, (114 up the
grooves of the gun, and, gripping
the shot tight, torces it tospin with
the velocity impressed upon it by
the maximum inelination of the
grooves— namely, one turn in fifty
feet of its progress. 1'he powder is
the same ns that used with the S1-
ton gun; ench grain has a thickness
of one and a hallinches, and, when
all the details are settled, will pro-
bably weigh about 350 pounts.
Nuw, stuch a muss as 100 tons of
metal leaping backwards with a
recoil from the eflforl of throwing a
shot of 2,000 pounds, with a high
veloclty, is a terrible power to deal
with in any case — much more
whan it has to be stopped before it
has moved four feet. The mere
lifting such a gun is too much for
any chaing, so that a crane, with a
solid rod to hang the gun to, had
to be devised. How, Lhen, is Lhe
monster to) be controlled when in
the midst of his vivlent recoil? And
how is he to be pushed forward
again? DBy the simplest and com
monest sgent—walter. If water be
confined in a tube wilhoul means
of escape, it will stop anything so
long as the tube does not burst,
and if it be allowed, but small
means of escape, it will check the
action of any force and delay it
while the liguid is taking the ne-
cessary time to escape. On Lhe
other hand, if waler be pressed
through a small tube, sgay one inch
square, by a force equal to the
weight of one pound, so Lhal il
rushea into a large tube, say one
foot square, it will act on any op-
posing body with a force equal to
one pound multiplied by the num-
ber of square inches which there
are in a square foot—that is 144,
Thus, & pressure of one pound in
the small tube may be made, speak-
ing ronghly, to move 144 pounds in
the large tube. These two princi-
ples of the science of hydraulics
have been Lrought to bear on gun
carrlages. The recoil is chiecked Ly
water in & large tube unable to
escape excepl through small holes,
and then under the pressure of
apiralsprings, which have ajforce of
over fifty atmospheres and make
the exit difficult. The gun is
moved forward, elevated or de-
pressed by forcing water through a
suiall tube into a large one, where
it netls with p;reat.l.Y multiplied force
on the weight to be moved.

Oxdon Junetion, Nov, 17—

Three persons in the family of
the late Mr. Henry Holmes, who
died recently at North Ogden, are
now silliclted with the small-pox.

The Plaln City case was adjourn-
el yesterday until Monday next,
In consequence of the absence of
the plaintiff.

While this examination
was progressing an attempt was
made to seeurs the person of the
plaintitl, Mrs. Thomas, by a sub-
prena from United States Com-
missioner  Street,  which was
served on Wednesday evening,
in the Justice's Court at 1’ain
City. Mrea. Thomas having refus-
ed to give the bonds required by
Justice Shurtlift was handed over
to the Sherifl in whose custody she
now remaihs. Why didn'tthe coun-
sel for Mr. Thomas walit Lill the gase
was disposed of hefore the CComifiis-
¢«ione1? And why did the Commis-
sioner try to get Mrs, Thomas out
of the hands of the Justice on Wed-
nestday, when her presence was not
required in his court until Thurs-
day? We hear of an attempt to ar-
rest the justice and constable of
Plain City for Lheir action in the
case, but of course this isall non-
sense. This business is gloriously
muddled up.

Mr. John Nicholas, the jolly
blacksmith, a few weeks ago bank-
ed 255 in an old iron stove in his
smithy, the door of which closed in
a manner making it difficult to
open, He thought this a safe place
of deposit, though he expected no
interest from it.
