pollcies, It §s not to Le supposed Lhat
Mr. Taft personally would propose
any radical measures, yet he fully un-
derstands the strong public opinion
throughout the countiry which Is hos-
tile to such combinations, and recog-
nizes that if he does not satisfy the
public desire for action, Mr. Roosevelt
may be summoned to that task three
years hence, As to the attitude of
Congress, nothing can yet be ascer-
tained owing to the conflict of various
jssues. The legislature, however, Is
likely to be more uniriendly than
otherwise Lo corporate interests, and
there Is no doubt that amendment of
the Sherman law will be attended with
difficulty this season. Another depres-
sing influence has bheen the firmness
of money. No particular stringency
is anticipated, but good interest rates
must be expected for some weeks to
come, which is not helpful to bullish
operations when the market is al-
ready upon a high level. The busi-
ness situation, however, s not without
its encouraging features, Railroad
traffic is increasing, and practically
all of the roads report satisfactory
gross carnings, Mills and factories in
nearly all parts of the country are
running full time, The steel and build-
ing trades still maintain their phenom-
enal activity, In a few guarters there
is a slight slackening of the pace as
the rush of the fall trade Is over, but
this is not general. In the wholesale
and retall trades thero Is a declded
feeling of conservatlsm among mer-
chants who often hesitate to enter into
future contracts because of present
high "costs of productlon and high
prices of raw materlals, There is iso
an uneasy feeling regarding the situa-
tion in cotton and copper resulting
Tfrom excessive manipulation, and
while the gencral situation is hopeful,
it is mot without its serious perplexi-
ties, chief of which is the generally
Tigh scale of prices,

HARDWARE.

The bardware trade is feecling good
over the assurince that last month's
business was 26 per cent greater than
Jast year's record for the same month,
Business continues steady and on a
healthy ‘basis, although transactions are
skicking up a little at present, as the
commercial year is drawing to a close,
and dealers are proparing for an inven-
tory., Tollectlons contlinue to be very
good, as the produscing clusses have
been recelving their money steadily for
the last few weeks, and have been set-
tling thelr bills with pleaging regulari-
ty.

TUBMBBER.

The lumber trade reports no chango
in prices to speak of on any cormmodi-
ty. Thers has been a great delay in
getfing ahipments of Jumber from the
northwest on account of the floods and
frelght congestions, extending all the
way from Ogden to Portland. Iow-
ever, all the local yvards are stlll doing
& land office business, though the ad-
vent of winter must necessarily curtaifl
the output somewhat.

through the southern deserls of Ne-
vade aml the Meadow Valley wash, and
on to Salt Lake.

The matter of uslng the track and
roadbed of another road it Is 2ald has
become Irksome to the manageérs of tha
Salt Lake Route, and as soon a8 possi-
Lilo, the w loop road is to be con-
structed, glving the lne its own rvad-
bed clear through, Information is not
specific as to the exact route to be fol-
lowed by the , further than that
the emd of the freight division is likely
Lo be at Colton, on account of the loca-
tlon of the blg Kspee pre-cooling plant
there, which will alse be used by the
Salt Lake line.

Volume Five
Church History

Publistied by the Church With Intro-
duction by Elder B. II. Rober’s.

This volume deals with the hislory
of the Church from May 2, 1842, to
21st of August. 1842. It therefore,
covers a period of ahout sixteen
months. The main external events
may be down as follows: Itirst,
exposure of tho wickedness of John
. Bennectt, and his depariure from
Nauvoo: (2) the charge against the
Prophet Joseph of compllelty in an at-
tempted assassination of Ex-governor
Lilburn W. Boggs, under whose cele-
brated exterminating order the body
of the Church was driven from Mis-
sourf; (2) the attempt of the state
of Missourl to extradite the Prophet
from the state of Illinols, to be tried
as an nccossory before the fact to an
assault on cx-Governor Boggs: (4) a
second atlempt on the part of Mis-
souri to extradite the Prophet from
the state of Ilinocis on the old charge
of "“murder, treason, burglary,
larceny, tnef: and stealing.” first
brought against him in the year 1828
(5) a prelimlnary prespecting of the
west, doubtless with a view to the
contemplated removal of the Saints
to the Rocky Mountains.

Of events that relate more nearly to
the Church as an organization there
should be mentloned: (1) the intro-
ductlon of the endowment ceremonies
and enlarged Instructions on the sub-
ject of Dbaptiam for the dead:
(2) an  extension of auxillary
organization by bringing into existence
the Young Men's and Women's So-
clety.

Another Item of great interest In
this velume ‘is the manfest develop-
ment of the charvacter and spiritual
strength of the Prophet during this
period, The trying experiences
through which ho passed scemed to
discover new qualitics of soul power
within him. and to emphasize those
which he was known to have possess-
ed,

The doctrinal development of the
period coverod by this volume deals
with several items which may be re-
garded as preoliminary to that richer
unfolding of philosophical thought to
which the last year of the Prophet's
teaching was so largely dovoted.
