engineers sometimes claim that they
have ridden 200,000 miles or so, butthe men who have walked that farare not often heard of. Still, thereare plenty of them in the branch of
Uie railroad service to which the

I track walker" belongs. They are
the safeguard of travel which the
PubllcknowsIeastabouL They pre-
vent hundreds of accidents, but Ihcir
good deeds are rarely, If ever, re-
warded, as is the case with the
faithful engineer or flagman. Andit is a peculiar fact that there ls no
line of nromotlon. rnnsMiiifntH- - nn
great Incentive to careful work.

A reporter got some ideas about
their duties from Thomas Fesnan,
now forcn-a- of a section of track- -
men intheyardofthe Grant Central
station. Sesnan lias beeu eniplo) ed
on the track work of the Harlem
Bailroad for forty-tn- years, nnd U
now looked upon as a .aLrfarth
among Uie trackmen. He has hid
clutrgeof a gang for tlielast eighteen
years; before that he was a track-
man himself. He S3)S that he

I helped to lay the second track of
the Harlem road in ISts, over
which the New Haven road first
enttred tlie city,

"livery piece ot rallroaJ," he
said, "Is divided into sections ol
from five to seeu miles, if It is
single track, and from three to four
miles it e'ouble. A foreman with a
gang of fixe or six men keeps each
sectiin in order. All but one are
trackmen, who are kept busy nuk-
ing repairs. That one. Is the track
walker, who patrols the tracks all
day long with an t)eout for wc--k

polnta and obstructions which
might cause accidents. Of course
there is a second track w alsxr at
night who does the same work.

I "The track walker'soutfitlncludes
a hammer, wrench, lantern, red
flag, i few toriedoe3, bolts aud
spikes. Xo, he doesn't walk at
pedestrian spcl Hisgalt shouldn't
t more tnau two or three miles
an hour. A man might hurry over
the entire ground Inside of an hour,

lie couldn't look at every bolt
and rail connection as his duties re-
quire. I f It's a double track road he
units nt, flit, t rni-- f ! tin flings.
Hon from which the train Is coming
aud examines on!) one track at a
time. Ho takes tho other track oa
the wa) lack. A track walker gtts
oer the ground, as far as he Isable,
just before the trains JsVJ over his
section, ilut he keeps at work all
day long, nnd if he has a double
trick, divided into (hrec-inil-e sec
tions, he might to make about three
round trios a day o.er each track.
This would make a da) 's average of
twenty-fou- r miles.
