In accordance
with your appointment, I left Og.
den City, Jan. 5th,' 1879, for the
purpose of v.'eltiug tbe fchools of
Morgan and tiummlt counties. My
plan of procedure, was as. follows:

I nrfct talitU a trusteebf, meetinir,
wtieie a programme couiu be ar
ranged, with the object of facili
tating travel ana ascertainingwhat schools were in session. At
the close of my tour in each coun
ty, I again appointed a meeting, to
which the tiustees,x teachers and
leadiDg men were invited. My ob
ject In calling this meeting was to
tell toe teacuers anq trustees tne
defect of their echoels and schooi- -
housfcs, and to counsel with them
as to what would be the best means
of improving them, rather than to
publish a man's name or a district
abroad. I take pleasure in statingtnat ineee meetings were alwaysattended: by the Presidency of the
Stake; the Bishops, nearly all tbe
trustees and school t teachers of tbe
county, asf well as"men iutcrosled
in tho cause of education. ,

At the first meeting .referred to,
we arranged to visit two schools t
day and hold meeting every even'
log at" the settlement wnere we
visited , in tne: artwrnoon 'ineee
meetings were always attended byth..uh.u turn .kmI. by means
wf which we gained access to the
ears of the people, i which other
wise we could not have done. 'The
bouses we; e etnerally filled and the
people manifested great interest In
the education of their children
Realizing also that the smallest
and poorest districts were usually
neglected ou occasions like this, I
determined that so far as my feeble
efforts : were concerned, 1 would
labor where the greatest amount of
gcod could i be accomplished, audi
where tbe? mo(: asbiatance was
needed thif, : of course, required
more time than I at first anti ipatH
ed, but still noj district felt itself
neglected.

Morgan Uounty, as a rule, is wei

taking into consideration the loss of
crop?, year after j ear, iy frost and
grasshoppers, I question if there is
any county in the Territory any
better supplied, The .smallest
districts Lumbering only from 12
to SO families, are furnished with.
nice commodities and mostly brick
school houses, well finished on the
outride, and witbj an aperture in
the ceiling forventilation. But, JL

am sorry to stSTfftlat in many in
stances, tbe children's comfort on
tbe Inside has been neglected, ami
the bouse has been seated more for
meeting purposes than for accom
modating the ' children at school
Thls.ls, of course, wrong, when! we
remember that the parents are only
occupying .the' house" but a little
over two hours on the Sabbath da;
while the children have to be
school six hours a day for five days
in the week, and then we expect
them to attend the Sabbath cchoo
and all the rest of the meetings be
sides, I question Hi plain decent
furniture would cost much more
than forms; and would seat almost
as many. Many of the houses also
lack charts, globes ; and black
boards; in such cases, the teacher
has nothing but the . dry text book
to interest his pupils. , Couple with
tnat aa oia-tim- e teacner, or a man
who has never had any experience
in teaching, nor. qualified himself
for the office, by attending a schop
where he rnignt get a good prac-
tical system, and is it any wonder
tnat in many instances we are com
pelled to: drive our children
to school with; the rod, .where
the. . . . teacher , . , again recei ves
them "with frown to make a etatiio
aa 9 llL - 1 .

must Who undertake to! make a
beautiful bureau, and see If we will

The schools were ail. in session,
but as already 1 intimated were
mostly attended by the little ones
with but few "exceptions.

" The
teachers were - mostly youDg men
and young ladies, bern and educat-
ed fa Utah, and what they lacked
ia qualification, however,waar gene-
rally made up In exemplary habits.
The best school taught, In my esti-
mation, is the one at North Morgan
under the direction of Miss Rhoda
Slate, a young lady-- Who has been
attending the University for two
years. 1 She appears to have a natu-
ral tact for teaching by which she
has won the grod - feelings and re
spect of pupils and parentav7President Smith; and tbe lesroiog:men are anxious to promote tke
educational interests of the county;
they have realized for some timetbe necessity of establishing m bi?bschool . or seminary, where - their
youth might be educated, instead
of depending on transients or send
ing their children abroad, far, of
course, it is cheaper to bring a good
teacher into the county, and thus
give all a chance ojft. an education,
than to send a few away from.home
subject to the temptations now ex-
isting la our cities without the pa-
rental care to guard them. To de-
pend on the University for teachers
is very good, so far as It goes, but
we should remember that all who
are sent will not return teachers; a
man - may be well educated And
then be not fit to teach tschool.
The bishops and : trustees were! al-
ways present when we visited their
schools, except in one Instance, at
Wanship, and all appeared to real-
ize, the necessity of such an iostitui
tion, and I believe ere long both
Morgan and Summit Counties will
educate their advanced students at
home. The children appeared brightAnd intelligent and comely in dress;indeed I never have in all my trav-
els In the New World or the Old
seen any fairer faces or any brighter
eyes nor any betterdressed children
than these two counties exhibited;The school-hous-es 1 of Summit
County were rather Inferior -to

those of Morgan, but the character
of the schools was somewhat of a
higher grade: I found more of the
young men and young ladies en-
rolled, and the students are,I think"
a little further advanced; but likethe former, it sufiera. for the want
of a high school, where tho teach
era might be educated to a higherstandards With suc-mt- n how-
ever, as President Clufi, Elders
JohnF. Boyden, Ward E. Pack
and others equally Interested, buttoo numerous to mention, this
county will soon 1 t&ke .a step m.warded and claim iier position
among the leading counties on ed-
ucational matters in the i; Territory,
