A friend of the late Elder WiEiam
Hawk, of the Nineteenth Ward, fa-

miliarly known to the early settlers
of Utah as Father Hawk, hands In
a synopsis of his useful and exem-

plary career. From (J we learn that
tbe faithful veteran was bom ia the
State of Pennsylvania, on the third
day cf November, 1799, waa bapti-
zed into the Church of Jeeua Christ
of Latter-da- y Saints, by Elder Mo
sea Harrlp, in the year 15S4, and waa
ordained to the office of an iilJerat
the time time. He removed to
Kirtland, Ohio, soon after his bap-
tism, and toe k an active part In the
labors of the building up of that SUke
and the first Temple erected in this
generation unto the name of the
Lord. ' ':

?

When the Halnta were compelled
to abandon Kirtland he removed in-
to Missouri, and from ' thence suf-
fered, mobbing, driving, persecution
and affliction with the people of
God, until he moved with hia family
to Montrose, Iowaj bpposIteNanvoo,
whence also with the Balnta he was
forced to remove and went on to
Council Bluff in the spring of 1846.

Oa the 16th dsy of July, 1846, he
and his eon Nathan, enlisted as
members of the "Mormon" Ratal-lie- n,

and shared all the trials of that
long and dreary march through the
wilds of Kansas and New Mexico,
to the P&cino Coast. He waa one of
tbe . first Amerioina to plant the
national flag upon the golden placers
of California, then a portion of Mex-
ico. ;-

-- ':'

Accompanied by his eon Nathan,
he was employed by government
authority, to convey the U. 8. mall
overland to the Missouri, and thus
became the firtt carrier cf the mail
from California to the Western
frontiers. Returning from the Mia-eour- l,

after faithfully, delivering the
U. 8. mail at Independence, Mo.
he settled in Bait Lake Valley In
1319, and waa appointed to the Los
Vegas Miteion in the Spring cf 1858.

With Ihe company of "silver
grejs" he mbrched into Echo Can-

yon in the fall of 1857, returned to
Bait Lke City the same fall, and In
the following spring went to Pay.
son, this being the season of the
"move" of the Saints to the Boutb.
He returned to Bait Lake City In
tha summer of 1853, where he re-

side! until the day of his death,
September 30, 1833.

He has left surviving him
In Utah four daughters,' and
hr3 two sons soma were in the
Statas, of whom nothing
df flntto Id now known. . He has 22

grandchildren lining, and 11 great- -

granacnuaren. 4.0 was orqained a
member of the 35th quorum of Sev
enties on the i.7ih day it July, 1839,
aud was afterwards ordained a Presi
dent cf the same quorum and re- -

maiped so until the .day of. his de
cease. '

Father Hawk was a dvo'.ei Lat
ter-da- y Saint, steady, gaaloas and
unflinching. His religion, with him,
was uppermost, first, Ust and at all
ti see?, and he has gone to join the
throng of the re Jeemed, who have
come up through great, tribulation
and washed their robes 'and - made
theni white in the blood of the
Lamb.
