EASTERN.
Scarcity of Silver Coln.

New Yori, 13.—The officers of
many of the banks here are com-
plaining of the great difficulty of
vbtaining silver from the sub-treas-
ury. A large coin broker on Wall
Street stated that one half per cent.
would be readily given for Ameri-
can silver, while he would charge
one per cent. to purchasers. At the
sub-treasury it was learned that
they had no orders from Washing-
ton to issue additional silver. A
sub-treasury official thinks the issue
of silver must have nearly reached
its limit. About $20,000,000 worth
had been put into eirculation, and
that, with the fractional currency
still, afloat there is about the same
amount of small change in the
country as before the issue of silver.
At present he had no doubt a large
guantity was locked up, and when
the people should begin to realize
that thergis a superabundance of
silver ia circulation those hoard-
ings would come out; then, instead
of silver being at a premium, itwill
be at a large disecount, the same as
is now the case with the nickel
coinage.
