CHARLESTON.

Ald Coming in from Variens
Bourees.

SACRAMENTO, 24 —Contributlons for
the rel‘ef of the earthquake sufferers,
amoupnting to §1,150 were telegraphed
to Charleston to-dsy.

Pertland, O‘ﬁ" 24.—The committee
appointed by Mayor Gates to solicit
aid for Charleston, will telegraph $2,-
500 to-morrow.

Charleston, 24 —Letters having been
recelved from all parts of the country
asking whether the period of great
distresas in Charleston nas not passed,
the statement is authorized that the
rellef committee, through the gener-
osity of thelr fellow countrymen, [eel
themselves in a position to furnish
subsistence and temporary shelter to
all who need it, but at the same time
the committee estimate that the relie
funds at commagrd or In prospect, fall
short of the money needed to put ip
habitable condition the homes of per-
sons who aré unable to repair their
bulldings without ald. The Govern-
ernment Engineers have inspected 600
buildings out of 7,000 in the city, and

ESTIMATE THE DAMAGE

to those imspected at $22,000,0600, Their
inspection, however, covers most of
the costly structures.

The committee, in assisting the
needy householders to make the resi-
dences habitable, will deal first with
those whose losses are small, the ob-
ject befng to make as many roofs as
possible tight, foundations secure and
chimneys safc before the cold weather
comes. The homes of widows and
orphans and other nelpless persons will
have a promipnent claim. No loss of
an rson owniog more than a house
will be considered at this time. The
intention is alzo vo disallow all claims
for plastering, as not being indlspens-
tabl:e to the reasonable safety and com-

ort.

The Subsistence Committee bhave
supplied nearly all the persons requir-
ing provisions, aod the nun ber of
rations 1ssued to-day was the smallest
since the commissariat was estab-
lished. The force of clerks and the
working force 18 being gradually re-
duced.

To-day was very qulet. No shocks
were felt bere, and only a slight tre-
mor at Bummerville., Business is sc-
tive and the merchants are kopeful.

The Ornnge Crop a Fallure,

Caicaco, 24.—The Times’ New Or-
leans, La., special says: The Loufsi-
aBA Ora crop is usuaily marketed
about this time, Ragoru from Cali-
carren, 8t. Bernard, 8t. Mary, Camer-
on, La Fourche and other ishes in
which oranges are principally grown,
state the crop is a complete failure
this year. It usually averages from
thirty to fifty million barrels a year,
but it will not be ene million this year,
in consequence of the severe freeze
last winter. The news is uniformly bad
from every portion of the State. In
some places, where 500 barrels ware
obtained last year, barely a barrel will
be secnred. The {freeze last winter did
terrible; damage, killing limbs and re-
:lnlrlng the; cutting off of so much

sad wood as to almost destroy the
trees, There is absclutely no crop.
None of the trees are bearing proper-
ly. Large plantations are as y in-
jured as the small ones. The worst
matter Is that the treesare so badly in-
jured that it will take years of prepi-
tious weather before the crop will be a
full one again. It will be but a little
improved next year, and only a parthal
production the year following., If
nothing bappens to prevent the third
year should see & falr crop. A large
proportion of the Louisiapa crop Jast
year was shipped north, but there g
not enough new for home consump-
tion, and New Orleans will be com-

Respiration. — Physiologists reckan
that an adequate supply of air for an
ordinary man to breathe each minute,
is from seven to ten cublc feet. A
hundred persoms counflned in a room
thirty feet in length,breadth and helght,
contalming nearly 30,000 cublc feet,
would render the whole air unfit for
respiration in about flye hours, fm-
perfect  veéntilation, therefore, In
crowded assemblies, churches, school-
rooms, Lheatres, factories, and work-
shops, espicially in the evening, when
many inm'ps or gas burners are c¢m-
played, Is a cominon source of debllity
and’dlsense. An ordipary gas-burner
copsumes as much oxygen as four
adult persons; butthe loss of oxygen
is not alone the cause of injury result-
iz from lurge gatherings of people in
ill-ventilated places, for the irrespir-
able air thrown ont }rom_ the lupgs Is
rendered still more noxjous by the ex-
halation from the skin.

The artificlal habit of lessening the
breathing capacity by means of stays,
corsets and tight dresses, Is inow hap-
Plly passing :xn.y. althongh the wasp-
ike waists ich deform so wmany of
the geniler sex still adory  lhe *‘fash-
fon plates’ of the magizines, and car-
icature the feinale form in mwest of the
fashionable shop-windows. Couldthe
women of America—] say nmothing of
ladies—{ully appreciate the importance
of dress as conuected with respiration
and the relation of this fumctiion to
their own health and happiness and the
welfare of thelr offspring, the monthly
Importatiorn of Parisian cuts, turns,
twists, fits and wisfits would sooun be
substituted by short dfésses, loose as
well as short, or semething in tho way
of clothing that w?uld emancipats the
Inpgs from oppression ‘“‘most foul,
strange and unoataral.”

Catching Cold.—The general misap-
prehension ‘im regard %o the.theory of
*‘catchipg cold,” ifrequently produces
the very evil that 18 most feared. More
colds are taken in oveérheated than in
too cold places,and siill more are owing
to vitiated air. Backwoodsmen, who
sleep all winter long in shanties
throgh ,which the snow-flakes pass
freely, are seldom - troubled with what
are called ‘‘coughs’ and - colds,” Too
close confisement to hot air dm ill-
venlilated rooms renders the body
preternaturally susceplible to atmos-
pheric changes. Infants and you
children are generally badly

in this respect im this couniry. T
are often made sickly, [puny, peevis
and effeminate, by the doors
and windows %00 close and the sufferer
too much in doors, a8 though the
breatll} ro! heaven was nufriendly to bu-
man life. L

Sleeping: Rooms.—Bleeping rooms
are generally miserably ventliated. Alr
of a pure qusality, and abundant in
quantity, Is much more important dur-
ing our sleeping than in our wakisg
bours; but the ¢o O% habits of the
peopleare to provide large, spacious
eating and sitting rooms, and small,
close sleeping apartments. No one
should sleep in a room, in summer or
In winter, with all the windows and
doors tightly closed. Windows can at
all times be opened more or less at the
bottom or top, or the door placed a
little ajar, so us to permit the ingress
of freeh air, without admitting any in-
jurious current.

Bed curtains are rather worse thana
useless appendage. 1f used at all they
snould never bo drawn tightly around
the bed. The head should never
be rafsed very high durisg
alnef. as that position oppresses
the longs; nor should the sleeper in-
clipe towards the face, the
shoulders tbrown forward. A‘Iate

supper, by filling the rmm.n:n -
vents, "in the horizont posmr'e.p{l:e
descent ol the dla; m, hinders {ree

brealhing; and induces comgestion of
the brain, dreaming, nightmare, ete.

Ntoves aqnd Fireplaces.— Grates and
fireplaves secure & much better venti-
lation than stoves of any description.
Stoves are regarded by some as con-
stituting “’the great nulsance of Amer-
ica;" and there is no guestion jhat, as
usually managed, they do actually
vitiate all the alr of the
room, No stove .should be
used in any place where there s [not
reseurce or provision for  the free ad-
mission of external air,
