The
Saints once appealed to the govern-
ment for a redress of their wronjrs
when they had been driven lrom their
homes and robbed of their property,
aud had been informe.l by the
President that their cause ' was
Just but that he could do noth-
ing for them. Airatn they Were
plundered and driven by mobs, and
many of them crossed the Mississippi
river on the ice and journeyed westward
(rossinj; a trackless desert of a thous-- a

s in extent, and had estab-
lished and maintained homes in these
mountains without either expecting or
receiving aid from Government. Tin'
Sa nts had walked by faith in the past
and relied upon the Almighty, and He
tiad not deserted them, nor wopld He
do so in the future. Moses had-cal!e- d

upon ancient Ir?ael to stand still and
see the salvation of God, and modern
Israel might do the same. The Saints
are not yielding a blind, but an intelli-
gent, obedience, to the retjuirements of
their religion, for they have received a
knowledge of its truth from a divine
source.

The speaker testified to the truth of
the Gospel and exhorted his hearers.
and especially the younjr, who mightnot have received a testimony tor
themselves to seek by earnest prayer
to obtain one, aud the Lord would
surely give it to them.

Bishop Orson F. Whitney said lie did
not remember a time and had not read
of a time when there were not pretexts
aud excuses found for demanding the
destruction of the .Saints. Our posi-
tion is diametrically opposed to that
assumed for us by those who know
nothing about us. Our claim i.s that
the Maker of this earth has sworn to
fulfill the predictions uttered by his
Prophets in ages past. The day lias
come when lie who scattered Israel is
about to gather the same, lie is send
ing forth His servants t.i wain and
irather His people from the various na
Uons ot the earth and accomplish that.
work which Isaiah fore-u- w vheii
be predicted that the mountain of trie
Loru'si'house should be established in
the tops of the mountains and all na-

tions flow into it. The belief, ot trie
saints in the catlu ring of M attered
Iaraei anil the estabiishim-n- t and ride
or the kiinruoiu ot God. aahousi.i
lounued on scriol tire and supported
t he v."-r- oi Cioif, s0'T',t!rtl- - (tin!

ft would app ar from what Is said tha
,V,000,000 of people are fearing and
trembling lest a handful of "Mormons"
are coming to take away their place
and nation. However, it is nothing
new for Innovators upon established
customs and beliefs to be regarded
with suspicion aritt to be lllused and
persecuted. The Savior himself was
no exception to this rule. He
was a man of sorrov and acquainted
with erlel. Charsres similar to those
which w have had to bear were heaped
upon Him, and His true motives went
misrepresented, and the eyes of tnose
who would have listened to Him were
blinded by calumny. It was necessary
to make Him hateful in the eyes of the'
world before He could be destroyed,
and there did seem at one time to be a
danger of all .rude following Him.
The chief priests therefore exclaimed
in their fear: "If we let Him thus
alone all the world will believe
on Him and the liomans will come
and take away our place and nation.
It was the power that attended him that
was feared, and to secure His destruc-
tion lie was falsely accused. Witnesses
were suborned in his trial before Pi-fat- e,

ope of whom testified that He
bad said he would destroy the Tempi
of Solomon and build it again in three
days. The object of this charge was to
make him appear ridiculous. He was
also charged with being a wine-bibbe- r,

an adulterer, a Sabbath breaker, an
associate of publicans and sinners, etc.
The result was that He had to be sac-
rificed, and this, indeed, was
in accordance with the plan
devised in the heavens, thoughno credit was due to those who
plotted to accomplish His death. He
came to die, and by dying He became
the Author of salvation unto all who
would believe on Him.

Theame disposition is noticeable in
tnese aays to cover up the truth by re-

sorting to falsehood to cover the Latter-

-day Saints with the dust of asper-
sion. What a position to assume to
stigmatize the Saints with treason for
believing in the Baylngs of the ancient
prophets and of tbo Savior in regard to
tne establishment of the kingdom of
God. "It should rather bean evidence
Of their fealty. However, there is
comfort in the assurance that Ave arc
supported by the Almighty In our be-
lief and that although we are a small
minority here the worlds above us are
filled with hosts who believe asw'edo.
Taking this view ot it we are in the
majority; indeed, the Almighty and one
good man are the majority in point of
power. We propose to trust in God,
and while moving onward we will see
the salvation that comes from Him.
We do not look to men for it.

In a recent conversation with a fair-mind- ed

minister of tne Unitarian
Church, the latter had expressed
surprise that the Saints did
not make a more persistenteffort to represent taelr side of the
question to the world, believing that
the world would see that justice was
done them. He did realise that
the Saints had been representing theircause for half a centurffrithout meet-
ing with any such result, only in veryTare cases have people been found
who wonld defend and seek to secure
justice for them. Last summer a mon-
ster mass meeting was held in the
Tabernacle, which temperate but
earnest speeches were made and a
statement of the grievances of the
Saints set forth together with a
protest - against their continuance,which weris -- ratified bp the peo-
ple throughout the Territory. Yvhat
was the result? The saints wer
brenrietras traitor by tfteprefij and
from the pnlptts ot thetooutry because
they dared to have any grievances or
presumed! to ask for redress. Men
prtach to please - the r people, and so
with the press. In a very few instan-
ces only nave we received, respectfulattention; 1 Editors say when anythingin defense of jthe "Mormons" is pre-
sented to themtor , publication, 'This
will hot please our patrons. We can
pat affofd ta po1)iiBh,it ?
