Wiatever le its origin and o

other prayers ueil by human
beings iu any quarter of the clobe
i repeati-- mi olteu. TJery Tibet-
an lieliercs it to be a pauscca for all
evil, a compendium of all knowl-
edge, a treamry of all wisdom, a
summary of all religion. If you
a?E Northern liuddhtsu to give
you the reason for this belkf, very
fear are able to give an Intelligible
replj. But thu oftener this myetic-a- l

formula is repeated, the shorter,
it is said, vill be an individual's
course (gati) through seme or the
six gates or courses of beln, every
one of which Involves y or
eviL Or it may be that by repeat-
ing It lie will bo able to escape
some of the six existences alto gi til-
er.

Strange, indeed, as It miy appear
to us, it Li imjxi .ible to shake the
faitliof LamUtic Uudhist iu the
absolutely infallible ttllcacy of Ills
six favorite mystic syllables. He
repeats them, not at all as if he were
praying in a Christian seuee, but a
if lieu ere a fanner Intent on plant-
ing the erybes-- t s?ed In the most
productive Roll an! watering it

the mooisri-entifi- c

I rtnciple of irrisation. A
luuutifuljiarvest Is nlsolutcly cer-
tain to reward his efforts.

It need not, therefore, surprise us
If thee six syllables are murmured
morning, nooii and night, by every
man, woman aud chill, wherever
the Ijamistic hierarchy has extend-
ed. And, If not repeated by the
voice, an incessant stream of repet-
itionan incessant scattering of the
six mystic seeds is kept going by
the hand.

The words are written or printed
on roll within roll of piper and in-
scribed in eylmders, tthlch, when
made to revolve, either by educated
monks or illiterate laymen, bavothe
same efficacy as if they were actu-
ally said or repeated. The revolu-
tions are credited as so much prayur
merit, or, to speak mare scientifical-
ly, as so much prayer force, accum-
ulated and stored up for the bent fit
of the person who survives them.

It isheld
in the right hand and whirled round,
likeacnild'A toy, by means of a
handle in a (articular direction
(with the sun ) If made to revolve
the other way, its rotations will be
set don n to the debtor rather thau
to the creditor side of thu oTner's
acmuut.

It sometimes happens thai. qrar-rel- s

arise from rival claims n re-
gard to the use of the prayer cylin-
ders. In illustration of this an amus-
ing story is told by the French mis
slonanes:

"Ose-tla- y when fiey hippencd to
be passing a e set up
near a monastery, they law two
Ijimas engaged tn a violent quar-
rel; aud, aa it sppeired, all on ac-
count of their zl for their priyers.
The fact was that one Lama laad
come, anJ, having set the barrel in
motion for his own benefit, was re-
tiring modestly and compiace ntly to
his own abode, when happening to
turn his bead to enjoy the specta-
cles of the wlieeIN ptoLS revolutions,
tie saw the other Lami stop it and
set it whirling again for himeif. In-
dignant, of course, at this unwar-
ranted interference with his own
devotion, he til back, and in his
turn, I'UtRStopto his rival's piety,
HL.d both of them continued this
kind of demonstration (orsoue time,
till at last losing patience they

to menaces, and then to
blows. : hen an old Lama camo out
of a neighboring cell and brouzbt
the difficulty to a peaceful termina-
tion by himself twirling the prayer
barrel for the benefit of both par-

ties."

black darkness; at crts ways in the
woods stand aueieut Idols gifted
with singular powers; there are
miraculous stones In the depths of
tho forests. Aud to have an ar prox-

imate Idea of the faith of these
women wllh small oblique eyes
one must reduce to chaos all that I
have just said, then try to transpose
it into giddy brains that laughter
prevents mest of tiie time from
thinking, and that seem at moments
to have the heedlessness of the
brain" of birds.

Withal, they are assiduous In their
attendance at all the pilgrimages,
which ate coiistiut, at all the cere-

monies and festivals in the temples
