A SHOOTING AFFRAY.

BLOODY BUSINESS OVER DISPUTED
LAND IN NEW MEXICO.

FARMINGTON,
Rio Arriba Co., New Mexico,
November 18, 13585,

Editor Deseret News:

Ope of the most serious shooting
affrays occurred on the Laplata, on
Momla;’. the #sth ost., about eight
miles from here, Lthat the people of
this section have witnessed for a long
time. In August, 1883, Walter Stevens
and hjs eldest son, W. J. Stevens,
foraeriy of Holden, Utah, bought out
thic claim of one Golden,on the Laplata,
cach holdiug half until the spring ot
1886, the son theu buylng his father
out. Prior to the purchase by the son,
the father rented his poition to llen-
son Walker, formerly of Pleusant
Grove, Utah; in the parchase youne
Slevens was Lo stand to theagreement
the father made with Walker for e
current year., In August, 1886, Chas,
E. Bigler made Stevens an offer 1or Lhe
farm, which he accepted in October,
1836, but as Walker occupied the
buildings on the farm, Bigler was un-
able to move Lis fainily on at once, but
atill kept improving, andjholding pos-
session of the same, The tarm has con=
tinnously been tilled for the past live
years., There is on ihe place about
1000 bushels of unthreshcd graln, not
incluling Walker's erop; also at that
time some housebold iurniture bejong-
1 to Breler: Walker was to vacate
the place on Monday, the 8th, at noon,
us he had previously agreed to do; but
instead of doiug this he Jeft carly Mon-
day worning., At noon Bigler acrrived
there with « load of furnitare; Lo kis
surprise he found Walker bud goue,
and cue Denuis 1lilton iind taken pos-
session, baving lald some poles be-
longing to the ranch 1n & square in
frout of the house, with a nelice there-
on, also one on the door of the dwell-
ing and another on the grapary,stating
that be (12ennis) bad located the ranch
this day (5th st.), ete. Dennis, hav-
iug Jeit the place in charge of s
brother, Sherman Hilton, came to this
place to procure hulp,guns and amniu-
nition 1o assist biio 1o carrying out the
break he bad made. ‘This purty,thought
that a8 W. J. Slevens was 85 miles
away ‘runnivg s thresher, anod his
brother Alma was some 5 miles off,
they would bave only Bigler te contend
against; bat to their surprise the Ste-
vens brothers were withio five miles of
the farm, and heariog what had taken
place hurricd on. They arcived at
Alhna’s place, which jeins Bigler's on
the. south, about seven p. .,
ook supper, and  then Witnl
over 1o Bigler’s some 80 rods distant,
In front of Lthe house was a campilre,
and by it stood Bigler and Hilon, W,
J. Hievens uuld‘ “Good evenimg, hoss,"”
1o Dennis, *you’ve madeg quite o raise.”’

Hilton over and beld him down for the
space of Hve miuutes, urging him ail
the while Lo produce some reason for
the step he had taken, which he finally
«lidd, then Stevens let bim up. U'rior Lu
this, Sbhermap and others went to
supper & distance of three quarters of
a mile, sud soon Lon Iilton and
Nels Duluche returned from supper.
snortly alter, lwo other ruiflans came
from abeve, Joha Duluche aud Sam
Bowen. Lon Hilton rode back Lo Sher-
man's piace; and in the meanwhile S,
Duluche and DennizHilton retired from
ghe tice in the same direction, Pres-
ently the four, SBherman, Dennis, Lon
Hilton snd John Dulache hove in gight
from the way of the stacksand marched
up to the fire with guns and pistols in
hand. lere they were joined by 8.
Bowen, Dennis poioting at Stevens
with his ritle, said: **I'bat’s the man
who choked mne.'?

Sherman says, “Whot"

Dennis pointing as belore, says,

“Thatone.”

Sherman days, *You d—ds—nof a
zun,” to W. Stevens, at the same
thme firing at hiin, This being the sig-
pal for the Hilton party, the firing be-
came general and jasted about a min-
ute; there belng aboul 30 shots fired at
very close range. There were five of
the Ililton party who did the shooting,
while only the two Stevens shot on
the other side.

sherman IHilton was mortally
wounded and died the following Thurs-
day. John Dulache was killed on the
apot. Alma Stevens received three
flesh wounds, one ball passipng through
his left wrist between the radius and
ulia, one passing through the fleshy
part of his left forearm and
comipg oul just below the elbow
joint, the ‘third lodging in his
right thign Just below the groin,
W. J. Stevens, being in the heaviest of
the tight, received only powder burns
in is face and wrist; he was the last
mun to leave Lhe battle ground. The
pexs morning, the Hiton party with-
drew [rom Lhe place.

These Hiltons went before the jus-
tice of another precinct, and procared
warrants of arrest for.the SBtephens,
charging them with murder, alse four
others as accessories who took no part
in the fight. There not being enough
evidence brought to couvict, or bind
them over, they were discharged on
the grounds of justification.

Last December Sherman LHilton suc-
ceeded o jumping the ranch of J.
Allen, joining Alma Stevens’. He af-
terwards succeeded in ;euing‘ Lis
mother-in-law Lo jump a claim joloing
Allen’s, which had been praeviously
taken up by C. E. Bigler, who had a
house upon it. Sherman Hilton, dur-
fug last summer, drew his gup two
different times on C. E. Bigler without
provocation.

The sympathy among all honorablz
men of this section runs-high in favor
of the Stevens brothers,
