Perhaps the most ucceraful match
maker of tier time and cssutedly one
of tho greatest of her kind the woiU
has known was Jane duchess of Gor-

don ancestress of the present Duke of
ItielinioiidCartlotintitlleiiox Inother
ways also was Matchmaking Jeannle-
to site was nicknamed roma kobl for
to hu ability iii a recruiter England
owes MIA flne regiment the Gordon
hlhllln ero-

Motrbma1clng Jotintiln wag born at
lonrelth In wtglown the daughter ot
a country lolrd named Maxwell at long
descent but scanty patrimony and
shortly after her birth In 1750 her
mother and father separated the tur-

ner settling down In rather poor lodg-

Ings off the High street of Edinburgh
Edinburgh life was somewhat primitive
In those days and the tradition still ob
table that Jeannle Maxwell tho future
duchess was wont to gallop up and
down the High street on tho bock ot a
fat pig to the great delight of tier
neighbors-

The lucky marriage oflicr elder sister
to a lawyer of prominence lit 1767 gale
Jlllinle Maxwell tier chance and she
did not neglect It Deftly she cast tin
mlllllmonlal nt and rich mas the prize
she caughtno Iless a husband In fact

tIn the Duke ot Gordon one of the
greatest peers In all Scotland and chief
of the great Ootilon clan

Tho duchess had five daughters and
marvelous wo the manner In shich-
she won husbands for them tier cam-

paigns as Ithey were Justly called
could only bo Adequately described by a
Thackeray or a llalraci Hut In no cato
wa she worsted In the o cnmimlgm
All tier daughters married well Iberia
to their mothers skill and tact Tin
eldest Lady Charlotte became Duenna
of mchmonl the second Susan mar-

ried the Duke of Manchester another
was Marchlonfs of Corn weill nnoth
er captured the greatest prize of all
the enoimously vvealthj Duke of Bed-

ford Only one of tire rive married a
commoner and tier husboad owned a

horonte And wits at the head of an
ancient family

In 1791 the duche i mt about raising
n regiment to serve against tho Trench
She pranced about tho highlands the
cd In tartan nnd fuxtlnud bonnet
Unit every man who llstril had tla
privilege of claiming n Urn from Ire
grent ladys lips In lieu of the custom
on hllllns Within four weeks this
extraordinary woman had enrolled fully
800 mon nnd a month later the new
regiment was formally recognized as
the One Hundredth Gordon high-

landers a designation which It still
proudly boars

The duchess died In London April H
1813 nnd her body was borne nmlJ
highland honors and followed by vast
crowds to the Gordon burial place nt
Klnrara On her deathbed she declared
that she wanted no other epitaph than
this Hero lies Jane ot Gordon by
