A Vermont correspondent writes:
Beekeeping aoes not call for an elabo
rate system, expensive nives are noi
wanted ; the bee ' Is satisfied with any
kind of a receptacle, box or nail-ke- g,

and the farmer can make them himself.
The mention of "nail --keg" revives a
story that is vouched for. A beekeeper
placed a nail-ke- g on high land in an
iso.aiea pan. oi me country. - .every
year for six years he "caught" a swarm
of oees m tne Keg, anu one year two
swarms. The natural hive. rr the hive
of the wild bee, Is a hollow tree. The
lorests nave Deen cut away and nollow
trees are no longer abundant. The
bees caught in the nail-ke- g were look-
ing for a hollow tree, and not finding it
were obliged to occupy what appeared
to)be equivalent. According to the law
laid down by apiarians, the bee scouts
sent out tc view the country had to
find an abiding-.place- , found the
nail-ke- g long before emigra-
tion, and. when the time came
to separate from the parent colony
led the new family direct to the new
home. Not only many farmers keep
bees, but others also, in fact any per-
son in the city or country. The pas-
turage may be better in one place than
in auother, but as the bee travels
three to live miles, some say ten or
twelve miles, if will flud honey at a
distance if it be not near. Bees In
large cities have been very successful.
The mau or woman who has no land
except that on which the house Blanc's
may keep bees and prollt by them.
Hives may be placed on roofs, or
porches in upper rooms or attics, and
in fact, in any room in the house, un-

der certain conditions. Ah "observa-

The money given for
the purchase of the handsome ones
was applied to portion out those who
were deficient In personal attractions.

This custom is said to have origin-
ated with Atossa, the daughter of Bel-och- us.

The World's Oil Supply,
The PRINCIPAL SOURCE OP ANIMAL

AND VEGETABLE OILS.

For a moment let ns glance at the
principal sources of anitual and vege-
table oil supply, ere the fountains of
mineral oil were revealed for the use
amt comfort of the human family.First and foremost, of course, ranked
the fish ih the well-kno- train (or
drain) oil which it drained from the
blubber of: the great Greenland whale

a lanre wnale sometimes vleldms
fully tons of blubber-rea-ch ton rep-
resenting nearly 20J gallons of oil.
Though the cachalot, or sperm-whal- e,

could never rival the Greenland whale
In the quantity of its contribution, it
had at least the advantage of nnalitv
and variety, since besides ordinaryblubber 'it yields a large amount of
sperm oil, and also of spermaceti Of
the latter valuable product, the head
alone often yields ten.barrels.

the grampus or dolphin, the porpoise,the shark, the seal, the cod, the herrinir
and others.

of Britain.

specialty in oils. Thus, in Southern
Russia, tobacco oil is largely used; iu
Italy, oil of grape- - stones ; in China, oil
of tea seed; in India, oil of nutmegs,
of seed of the gamboga tree, of the
custaru apple seed of cashewnut, of
cardamom, of ineam, of margoza. and
many others. Brazil, too, has a large
numoeroi oils, both animal ami vege
table, peculiar to Itself.
